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NOTA PREVIA

Nossa experiéncia como docente de enfermagem permite-nos afir-
mar, de modo geral, a constante preocupagao dos docentes das diferentes
escolas e faculdades de enfermagem com a formacao dos futuros profis-
sionais. Assim, com o propésito de melhorar a qualidade do ensino,
eles analisam e avaliam continuamente seus programas, planejando e
implementando atividades teéricas e praticas novas ou diferentes.

No entanto, apesar dessa preocupacdo, temos observado que o com-
portamento profissional da maioria dos enfermeiros de campo, especial-
mente daqueles ha pouco tempo formados, nao reflete muito daquilo
que lhes fora ensinado. Nao raro, eles manifestam insatisfacio quanto
a sua pratica profissional, porém, pouco ou nada demonstram fazer para
modificar essa realidade e obter auto-realizagdo profissional.

Multiplos sdo, sem divida, os fatores que intervém e determinam a
problematica acima delineada, mas, certamente, um deles é a qualidade:
que esses enfermeiros atribuem as diferentes experiéncias ou situagdes
de aprendizagem por eles vivenciadas enquanto alunos do curso de gra-
duacdo, experiéncias essas em que a pessoa do docente é sempre um
elemento integrante e relevante.

E inquestionivel que o docente de enfermagem, como qualquer pro-
fessor, exerce grande influéncia na qualidade das experiéncias, e na
vida, de seus alunos. Através de sua atitude em relacdo ao processo
educativo, particularmente em relacdo ao sujeito desse processo — o
estudante — o docente de enfermagem pode, ou nao, contribuir de ma-
neira consistente e significativa para o amadurecimento emocional e para.
o crescimento pessoal e profissional de seus alunos, facilitando-lhes, assim,
o processo de se tornarem profissionais.
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A falta de estudos a respeito desses aspectos fundamentais do pro-
cesso de ensino-aprendizagem de enfermagem em nosso meio parece indi-
car que, em geral, os docentes da area conferem maior importancia &
qualidade do ensino do que & qualidade da aprendizagem.

Preocupadas com essas observages em uma época que consideramos
critica para a enfermagem profissional brasileira, sentimos intensa moti-
vacdo para identificar as caracteristicas do docente de enfermagem que
enriquecem as experiéncias de aprendizagem do estudante e que, conse-
giientemente, lhe facilitam o processo de se tornar enfermeiro.

PREVIOUS NOTE

Our experience as nursing educator allows us to affirm that, as a
general rule, there is a constant concern on that part of nursing teachers
from the various schools and universities for the formation of the future
professionals. Thus, with the purpose of improving the quality of
teaching, these educations continually analyze and evaluate their pro-
grams, planning and implementing new or different theoretical and
practical activities.

However, notwithstanding that concern, we have observed that the
professional behaviour of most of staff RN's, especially those recent
graduated, does not reflect much of what was taught to them in nursing
school. Often staff, nurses manifest dissatisfaction with their profes-
sional practice, although little or nothing seems to be done by them
in order to change their professional reality and obtain self-achievement.

Without any doubt, there are countless number of factors inter-
vening and determining the above outlined situation, but, certainly one
of them is the quality that these nurses attribute to the different learning
situations experienced by them while students in their nursing programs,
The person of the nursing instructor is always a relevant component
in these situations.

It is inquestionable that the nursing teacher, as any teacher, exerts
a great influence upon the quality of the learning experiences of his.
students, as well as upon their lifes. By way of his attitude towards
the educational process, particularly with respect to the subject of this
process — the student — the teacher may, or may not, contribute in
a consistent and significant way to the emotional maturation and to the:
personal and professional growth of this students, facilitating, therefore,
the process by which these students become professionals.

The lack of studies done in our midst on these fundamentals aspects:
of the nursing teaching — learning process, seems to indicate that, in
general, nursing teacher confer a greater importance to the quality of
teaching thin to the quality of learning.
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Concerned with these observations in a time which we consider
critical for professional nursing in Brazil, we have been intensely moti-
vated to identify the characteristics of the nursing teacher that enriches
the student’s learning experiences, and, consequently, facilitate to him
the process of becoming a nurse.
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
